dejavnosti v prostoru.

Pri seminarskih vajah se student seznani z
zakonodajo in postopki v prostorskem in
urbanistiénem/krajinskem nacrtovanju ter
s strokovno in praktiéno metodologijo pri
izdelavi razvojnih dokumentov.

urban areas are associated with the search
for endogenous factors and / or the
promotion of a creative environment,
accompanied by new conceptual and
methodological interpretations such as:
regional (urban) management, regional

(urban) marketing, process moderation,

communication and mediation planning,

cooperative development promotion, etc.

Modern methods open up a new spectrum

of planning procedures, both at the

theoretical and empirical levels. In this
case, regional (urban) management, as an
intermediate level, plays a key - mediating
role in the participatory processes between
classical spatial / regional planning,

(entrepreneurial) management and the

promotion of urban (regional)

development.

The course consists of the following

sections:

1. The importance and tasks of urban
planning in a built environment: the
interdisciplinarity of different sciences
is emphasized.

2. An overview of fundamental theories,
concepts and methodologies in urban /
landscape planning and Ilandscape
management.

3. Urban / landscape planning- concepts
and theories, fundamental problems,
structural policy, degree of regional
development, areas with special needs

Integration and coordination of
policies, regional (urban)
management.

4. Planning and contents of planning in
regional (urban) management: natural

environment, social structure of
population, settlements,
infrastructure, economic activities,

organization of activities in space.

During the seminar tutorials the student
is acquainted with the legislation and
procedures in spatial and wurban /
landscape planning, as well as with the
professional and practical methodology in
the preparation of development
documents. The student is working on a
concrete design project (a small area with
a specific purpose).
